Murphey Candler-Nancy Creek stream walks begin this week 

 
 
Brookhaven, GA, May 4, 2015 – As part of the City of Brookhaven’s Murphey Candler Lake 
watershed study, professionals from Sustainable Water Planning & Engineering will begin 
walking in and along streams and waterbodies this week. 
 
On Thursday, they plan to walk Nancy Creek from Chamblee Dunwoody Road to the end of D 
Youville Lane. 
 
On Friday, they will walk the tributary of Nancy Creek from Lake Hearn Drive NE (near 
Perimeter Summit Parkway) downstream across Byrnwyck Road NE and along Downing Lane 
and may get as far as W Nancy Creek Court. 
 
The city requests that residents offer their support to these professionals during this project.  
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
